Fred Hunter is a Management Consultant
working with professionals and business
organizations as a business mentor and
coach.  Fred graduated from Washburn
University, Topeka, Kansas receiving a
Bachelor of Business Administration
Degree.  Fred has directed, produced, and
judged numerous Miss America Local
Preliminary scholarship pageants in
Kansas, Georgia and Florida for over 10
years.  He served three years as a
Regional Field Director for the Miss Kansas
Scholarship Pageant.  In addition, he
served three years as a Kansas Delegate to
the Miss America Scholarship Pageant in
Atlantic City, and four years as a Delegate
to the Miss Florida Scholarship Pageant.
